In Childrenôs Worship classes, we plan to have a great start to the year as we look at the connection between self-
control and Godôs character. Learning to control what one says or does is important as we strive to display a Christ-
like attitude. Everyone feels anger. This world would be a very difficult place to live if everyone said and did 
everything that came into their mind when they were angry! 
 

This is probably one reason the Bible advises us to have self-control and choose to do what we should do  and not 
what we want to do . This would be a difficult task on our own but God promises to help us! In 2 Peter 1:3, we read 
that God has given us everything we need to lead a godly life. One of the fruits of the Spirit, found in Galatians 5:22-
23, is self-control. So when God is in our lives, He is present every moment of the day to help us control our actions, 
words and thoughts. The next time you need self-control to help you choose your words carefully, or hold your 
temper, take a moment and pray. Ask God for wisdom and help so you can make a wise choice instead of reacting 
in the moment. 
 

This month, we will learn how: 

(1) We can display self-control as a response to God.
